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INTRODUCTION 
Behavior analysis is a scientific approach to the study of behavior. It is concerned with describing, explaining, predicting and 
changing behavior. Environmental events are the independent variables in behavior analysis, even though it is recognized that 
genetics and other biological variables are also needed to fully explain behavior. Thus, the focus of behavior analysis is determining 
functional relations between behavior and environmental events. 
Behavior analysis is a natural science, like biology; it is not a social science, like psychology or sociology. Behavior analysis has four 
different branches: (1) the conceptual analysis of behavior, which addresses philosophical, theoretical, historical and methodological 
issues; (2) the experimental analysis of behavior (EAB), which focuses on research of basic behavioral processes and principles; 
(3) applied behavior analysis (ABA), which focuses on applying basic principles to solve problems of social significance while
systematically evaluating these applications; and (4) behavior-analytic service delivery, which focuses on professional practice,
service delivery and consultation. In addition, ABA researchers have developed and validated
